	Oak Hills Subdivision:
	
	Several residents of Oak Hill Estates Subdivision addressed the council concerning development issues in the subdivision.  Some stated they had been living in the subdivision for three years with only a rocked roadway.  Oak Hill Estates is outside the city limits, but within a one and one-half mile radius which by state statute gave the city the right of approval of the subdivision.  Mayor Gaffner noted the city had recently been made aware of state legislation passed last fall that charged the city with building, zoning and city services for areas with one and one-half mile radius of the corporate limits for which the owners have entered into a pre-annexation agreement with the city.    He commented that the council had granted variances to the developer,  James McCasland, allowing the roadway surface to be oil and chip, no sidewalks required and open ditch drainage.

While recently the developer has finally oiled and chipped two thirds of the roadway, Mayor Gaffner stated the city would mandate the developer finish the roadway in a timely manner.  Gaffner assured the home owners the city would seek compliance through the courts if necessary.  Until the roadway is completed, no building permits will be issued for new construction unless the lots had been previously purchased.  All permitting will now be handled by the city.

	
	
	

	Supreme Court Ruling

Municipal Jurisdiction:
	
	The recent ruling by the Illinois Supreme Court has mandated municipalities have control over pre-annexed property within one and one half mile of the corporate limits.   City Manager Willey commented the city will need to look at what pre-annexation agreements in the mile and one-half radius are still enforce and decide what ordinances to enforce and services to provide.  Mayor Gaffner assured the homeowners of Oak Hill Estates that police protection would still be provided them, whether by the county or city, until an agreement with the county is reached.  City Manager Willey reminded the homeowners that while the city is now charged with control of this area outside the city limits, the city receives no portion of their property tax to offset the costs involved.

Personnel Policy

	City Manager Willey explained the proposed amendments to the personnel policy will give the non-represented employees the same benefits as the employees covered by the recently settled union contracts.  Employees at ten year employment will receive two more days vacation per year, and  employees will receive bereavement leave, up to three days, for immediate family members as outlined in the policy.

Moved by Gaffner, seconded by Mollet, to pass Ordinance No. 2703, an ordinance amending the personnel policy section of the Municipal Code by the addition of two additional vacation days after ten years, and bereavement leave for non-represented employees (see ordinance on file for full text).  Councilwoman Stephens asked the ordinance be adopted pending clarification by the labor attorney as to whether half-siblings and adopted children wording should be added to the immediate family clause.  Gaffner and Mollet amended their motion and second to include consulting the labor attorney on the wording.

	Water / Sewer

Rate Study:
	
	The last fiscal year audit indicated a decrease in water and sewer revenues and the need for a rate study as rates were last increased in August 1999.   Dave Rodden of HMG Engineering presented his findings after reviewing financial and statistical data.   The proposed rate for the first 2,000 gallons water usage would be a 12% increase from $11.17 to $12.45, with increases in the additional use brackets.  The sewer rate would increase from $2.73 to $3.41 per 1,000 gallons, an increase of 25%.  Other increases were proposed for the rates given CIPS, FCI and the villages.    Rodden stated that with the proposed increases it would take approximately 20 months to get the operating reserves back to a six month level.

The council will review the draft study with the city manager making a recommendation at the August meeting.

	City Manager Willey reported the city had received a letter from Bob Eaton thanking the city for its cooperation in the litigation brought against him by Charles Doty concerning his boat dock on Governor Bond Lake.  Willey also noted he had received positive feedback on the decorative flower planters along Harris and Third Streets.

Mayor Gaffner inquired if the city had received a discount yet on its GHP health insurance premiums.  When the city manager indicated it had not, Gaffner stated he wanted a letter sent to GHP from the city attorney on this issue asking representatives to attend a council meeting to explain why this had not been done.
