	At their August 29, 2006 meeting, the Zoning Board of Appeals conducted a public hearing on the request of Nina Aikman for a variance to allow the placement of a mobile home on the property at 1102 S. First Street.  This property is not within a mobile home park as required by the city code.  A petition from area residents was received opposing the location of the mobile home on this property.  The Board found that the request would merely serve as a convenience, and did not alleviate a hardship as the Mrs. Aikman’s mobile home is currently located in a mobile home park.  The Board also felt the variance would set a precedence for future requests, and recommended the City Council deny the requested variance.

Mrs. Aikman’s daughter, Regina Cooper, provided signatures of three area residents who did not oppose the variance.  She stated she was buying the mobile home from her mother, and wished to place it at the First Street address where her mother’s house had burned down in order to care for the property.  City Manager Willey also noted that the city code stated mobile homes must be in an established park.

The low bidder was Mid America Dredging at $274,492, which is higher than the engineering estimate, but lower than the total amount of the grant.  With the remaining grant funds, possibly more rip rap can be done.  Mid America Dredging recently completed a similar project at Patriot’s Park for the Kingsbury Park District.  City Manager Willey stated the city could stipulate that rock deliveries for this project not travel on Beaumont Avenue.
