	Engineering Contract

Beaumont Avenue:
	
	City Manager Willey reviewed a revised proposal from HMG Engineering for the milling and overlay of Beaumont Avenue.  The original estimate of $150,000 was to mill one and one-half inches of asphalt and apply the same layer of new asphalt.  After closer inspection of the street surface, the engineer recommends milling down to the brick base and applying new asphalt over a layer of fabric binder.  The estimate of this work is $290,000, but would achieve a longer lasting surface.  The project would take about three weeks and Beaumont would be closed to traffic in work sections for about two weeks.

Scott Rakers of HMG Engineering advised the project could go to bid on September 8 with bids returned on September 25.  If an award is made at a special meeting that week, the project could proceed in mid-October.

The engineering contract with HMG would be not to exceed $11,400 for design services, and not to exceed $15,000 for resident engineer construction and inspection services.  The city manager and city attorney have reviewed the contract, and three changes have been agreed to by HMG.  No owners insurance is required, the mutual waiver of claims clause is removed, and the statute of limitation on claims is removed.  Willey further stated the contract has no limit of liability.

Moved by Hampton, seconded by Stephens, to approve the contract with HMG Engineering with the noted changes and for the not to exceed amounts totaling $26,400 for the Beaumont Avenue repaving project.
