	Ordinance No. 2822

Annexation of

Franklin Property:
	
	A public hearing notice had been previously published for the discussion of the annexation of two tracts adjacent to the north and south of the Sleep Inn Suites, and the matter was tabled at the March 10, 2009 council meeting.  The concerns voiced at the last meeting were the soil contamination cleanup needed on the south tract.  City Manager Willey recommended the property be annexed as a building permit would only be issued when the cleanup was completed.  The city manager noted that this is dependent on the IEPA to get the contaminated soil removed.  Recent word from the IEPA’s contractor  noted it may be eight months before this occurs.  Councilman Sanders  voiced his concern that the if the soil under the roadway separating the south tract from the property of Terry and Sandy Kleinik is not also cleaned further contamination of their property could occur after it is cleaned.  Also, with this annexation, the city will take possession of this roadway.  Sanders noted the city could incur costs if  state LUST funds run out.

Moved by Gaffner, seconded by Mollet, to pass Ordinance No. 2822, an ordinance annexing a 1.28 acre tract adjacent to the north and a .85 acre tract adjacent to the south of the Sleep Inn Suites, with the zoning designated as B-2 Business (see ordinance on file for full text).

	Storm Water Drainage

Killarney & Dewey:
	
	There have been flooding issues with storm water at the intersection of Killarney Drive and Dewey Street.  Hoelscher Engineering performed a study to determine if this is due to under sized piping or the new construction on the school property to the north.  The study indicated the drainage system is undersized and provided design for an appropriately sized system.  The current piping runs under the First Christian Church parking lot which is scheduled to be resurface this summer.  City Manager Willey recommended placing in the new fiscal budget funding to replace this system.

Moved by Sanders, seconded by Mollet, to place funding in the new fiscal budget to upgrade the storm water drainage at Killarney and Dewey as suggested by the engineering study.  Two 42" round double wall plastic pipes will drain 300 foot southward under the church parking lot at an approximate cost of $29,000.

& Chip Program:
	
	The slag rock that has been used in past years for the oil and chip program will not be available this year due to the closing of Granite City Steel.  Limestone, which is cheaper, does not wear well.  Also cheaper is pea gravel, but it tends to roll off and the oil does adhere.  It is recommended to use trap rock from southern Missouri.   This rock  is being used by other cities which gave good reports on its use.  Trap rock will be about $22.00 per ton, which is about $6.00 per ton higher that slag.

Moved by Ireland, seconded by Mollet, to use trap rock for this year’s  oil and chip program.  The per ton price is lower than normal as Buchheit Supply will haul the rock for the city at a lower cost.
