	Award Bid for Water

Tower Painting:
	
	Seven bids were received in the rebidding of the industrial park water tower painting contract.  Dennis Campbell of Horner & Shifrin advised the low bidder for alternate no. 2 to sandblast and repaint the entire exterior and interior was Whitehead Brothers Painting with a bid of $158,500.  Campbell and City Manager Stevens recommended awarding the bid to the low bidder.  It was estimated they could start the project in early September.  Campbell stated there would a change order presented later for the installation of a ladder guard for the outside of the tank.

Moved by Helmkamp, seconded by Hampton, to accept the recommendation of the engineer and city manager to award the contract to Whitehead Brothers Painting for their bid of $158,500 to sandblast and paint the exterior and interior of the industrial park water tower.

	Award Bids for MFT

Materials and Road

Projects:
	
	Two bids each were received on August 3, 2004 for bituminous patching material, roadway preparation and priming  various streets for oil and chip, and roadway preparation and application of CA-7 surface.  Andy Hanfland of the Farnsworth Group advised the low bid for each was above the engineer’s estimate, but verbal approval was obtained from the District 8 IDOT engineer.   The low bid for bituminous patch was from Keyesport Sand & Gravel at $33.00 per ton for 400 ton.  The low bids for two road projects were from DeLaurent Construction of Wilsonville for $92,083.75 for the surface preparation, priming, oiling and chipping of various streets, and $60,625,25 for the CA-7 road project.  It is the recommendation of the Farnsworth Group to award to the low bidders.

Moved by Helmkamp, seconded by Daum, to accept the recommendation of the engineer to award the bituminous patch and the two road projects to the low bidders, Keyesport Sand & Gravel and DeLaurent Construction.   The materials and road projects will be funded with Motor Fuel Tax allocations.

	Tourism Committee

	Tourism Director Julia Jenner advised the Committee had reviewed and made recommendation for funding for two events.  They recommend funding $1,500 for the I-70 Baseball Coaches Clinic to be held in December.  Recommendation of $3,000 funding was also made for the Greenville Pilots Association’s annual AIRstravaganza at the Greenville Airport which will be held the same weekend as Apple Day.

Moved by Helmkamp, seconded by Hampton to accept the recommendations of the Tourism Committee for funding the Coaches Clinic for $1,500 and the AIRstravaganza for $3,000.  Whereas the Greenville Pilots had received some funding up front in prior years, this funding is on a reimbursement basis, as provided by the tourism funding guidelines.

	Foy Meyer Industrial

Park Sign Repair:
	
	City Manager Stevens reported that John Hubbell of Design Works advised a replacement framing for the top portion of the sign at Foy Meyer Industrial Park was beyond the scope of his business.  He recommended seeking proposals from a larger sign company.  However, he was checking with a local company to see if they could manufacture a frame which he could finish with side panels and lettering.  Stevens recommended tabling the matter until the August 24 special meeting.

	
	
	


	J. C. Park / Dewey

Street Safety Issue:
	
	City Manager Stevens reported he was approached by Jerry Sauerwein, Director of the Kingsbury Park District about traffic safety on Dewey Street that runs between their playground and ballfields.  Currently, the street is blocked off during ball games, but there is concern of speeding traffic during practices.  The street survey by BGM Associates recommended fencing on both sides of the street with signage and a crosswalk.  City Manager Stevens feels speed bumps should be a last option as they are a street maintenance problem and they could set a precedent for other groups or areas wanting them on their street.  City Attorney Schaufelberger stated the city had no liability for car damage from speed bumps if they are properly installed and maintained.  Fire Chief Bill Johnston noted that parking along Dewey Street during ball games is a problem as the street from Oak to the south edge of the fields is narrow and he suggested parking be limited to only one side.  It was also suggested that traffic enforcement be stepped up on Dewey.

It was the consensus that the city manager meet with the Park District director concerning the BGM recommendation of fencing and a crosswalk.

	
	
	


	Vision Statement:
	
	At last month’s meeting, Mayor Gaffner presented a draft of a vision statement and asked for the council’s input.  It was suggested the last sentence on economic development include the words industrial and tourism.  The vision statement reads as follows:

	Sign Ordinance

Revision:
	
	Mayor Gaffner stated he had several calls from citizens concerning the recently passed sign ordinance not allowing political signs within the city right of way (terrace) area.  Real estate and fund raising signs are also prohibited in the right of way.  It was noted that some of these signs have been placed in the terrace area, but the city has not enforced the ordinance.  Councilman Hampton stated he felt business signs should not be allowed in that area, but saw no problem with political, yard sale or advertising of the county fair.  Councilman Helmkamp commented that a review of the ordinances of area communities on which Greenville’s ordinance was based do not allow these signs to be placed in the right of way.  Mayor Gaffner stated he has spoken with Councilwoman Stephens and she felt these three types of signs should  be allowed.  City Manager Stevens stated a revision to allow these signs would set a precedent for off site signage.  

No action was taken on the matter at this time.

	
	
	

	Storm Water

Ordinance:
	
	City Manager Stevens noted a change could be made in the draft storm water management ordinance to not impose restrictions on smaller lot construction, but set criteria for larger building sites.  He advised that a retention system can be buried under the parking lot.  Councilman Daum noted that the state has not yet mandated passage of storm water management ordinances.  It was the consensus to move slowly on drafting and passing an ordinance.

	Councilman Helmkamp asked the city attorney if the present city code was strong enough to control adult entertainment businesses.  He noted that review of other area communities’ ordinances show more detail.  The city attorney will research the matter.  Council members indicated they were still reviewing the sample ordinances from other communities.

	Mayor Gaffner asked about the status of the downtown tree lights that are not working.  City Manager Stevens stated that he had not heard anything from Z & Z Electric who had earlier indicated the supplier might replace the lights.

Mayor Gaffner asked the council members to check dates in October or November for the retreat workshop.

Councilman Helmkamp stated he had attended the recent Lake Committee meeting, and asked if the city was leaning towards recommending steel shorewall as a shoreline stabilization method.  City Manager Stevens said no and the Corps of Engineers would only allow shorewall in certain areas.
