	Mayor(s Comments:
	
	Mayor Gaffner noted that Greenville had recently been one of three finalists for the location of the National Records Center that is leaving St. Louis.  Vahlmeyer, Illinois has been selected for the new site.  Mayor Gaffner thanked City Manager David Willey and Assistant City Manager Lisa Stephens for the very thorough proposal submitted for this project.  The mayor also thanked Congressman Shimkus for his support, and the assistance of the Bond County Board and Bond County School District No. 2 in preparing Greenville(s proposal.

	
	
	


	Recycling Center:
	
	City Manager Willey reported he met with David Doty of Doty Sanitation to discuss some of the recycling issues raised at the November meeting.  Doty stated they will make the openings larger on the recycling receptacle to accept all sizes of plastic containers.  They will also place lettering on the dumpster to inform what items can be taken, and will empty the dumpster more often.  Willey stated he would like to move the dumpster to the Third Street water plant site, but needs to check with area businesses to see if there would be any objections.  Fencing and signage would be added at this site.  The city is working on getting signage placed at two street intersections directing citizens to the current site.  It was the consensus of the council to try a Christmas tree chipping program and to offer the chips to the public in the spring.

	
	
	

	WTP Filter Media:
	
	City Manager Willey advised the four carbon caps on the water treatment plant filter media need to be replaced.  The filter media helps remove taste and odor from the treated water, but  more organics and bacteria in the raw water have reduced the life span of the carbon caps which were put in service two years ago.  The total cost of replacing the caps is $44,505.

Moved by Sanders, seconded by Mollet, to accept the recommendation of the city manager and water superintendent to replace the carbon caps on the filter media at the water treatment plant.  The cost of the caps is $32,577 from Calgon Carbon Corporation, and the labor for the replacement will be $11,928 from Odesco Industrial Services, for a total cost of $44,505.

	WWTP Re-Rating

Agreement:
	
	City Manager Willey advised the wastewater treatment plant is approaching its rated capacity.  HMG Engineering has advised that other municipal treatment plants have been granted re-ratings by the Illinois EPA.  This could add 20% to 33% to the plant(s organic capacity if other processes such as the clarifiers and digesters are capable of handling the increased load.  A re-rating could forestall the need for improvements and keep the plant from being placed on a restricted basis.  HMG Engineering can provide the analysis of plant(s capability to accept an increased load for a contract of $10,000.

Moved by Sanders, seconded by Mollet to enter into the contract with HMG Engineering for $10,000 for the re-rating of the wastewater treatment plant, subject to contract review by the city attorney.

	Bowman Dr. Water

Main Extension:
	
	The extension of a water main along Bowman Industrial Drive, east of U. S. Route 40, was previously approved by the council to extend service to properties that were annexed several years ago when Sigma Chemical annexed its property.  Since that approval, Sigma Chemical has requested the line be extended further east to serve residential rental properties that Sigma owns and that are in the city limits.  This will require an additional 3,900 feet of main at a material cost of $16,190.14.  The city(s public works department will be laying this 6 inch line.  City Manager Willey advised the city will need four easements to lay this line and one easement will be needed from Sigma Chemical, who has offered it at no charge if the line is extended to serve their properties.

Moved by Mollet, seconded by Ireland, to approve the additional 3,900 feet of water main extension at a material cost of $16,190.14 from H. D. Supply Waterworks.

	The council previously approved a change order to the Grigg Street Improvement Project to pay 20% of the cost of concrete parking areas for the house at 926 N. Grigg Street owned by Greenville Regional Hospital.  It has been learned that IDOT will not approve grant funding for the remaining 80% of the cost.  City Manager Willey recommended the council approve the expense with the city public works department or Rench Concrete Construction doing the work instead of the project contract, Keller Construction, to lower the cost.  However, he recommended that the retaining wall be completed by Keller.

	City Manager Willey noted the current sewer ordinance does not prohibit extending sewer service outside the city limits, but this has not been done due to the policy of previous city councils and administrations.  He recommended the council consider extending sewer service outside the city limits in such cases where it is feasible, and require customers to sign a service agreement similar to the present water service agreement which outlines the responsibilities of both parties.  A provision could also require the property be annexed should it become contiguous.  Connection fees and service rates should be established at twice the normal rates as inside users, as is done for water connections.

	Currently, on street parking is time restricted to 90 minutes along the east side of Prairie Street from College Avene to Main Street. Due to cars being left for long periods by college students, two area businesses have requested the city council restrict the west side of this block of Prairie Street to four hour parking, in keeping with the parking time limit on the west side of Prairie from College Avenue northward to Beaumont Avenue.
