Request for Extension

of Water Main:
Chief Bill Johnston of the Greenville Fire Protection District presented a request from the District for the city to extend the eight inch water main that serves the fire house on E. Harris Avenue.  They request the line be extended under the driveway aprons in front of the fire house and eastward 120 feet with placement of a new hydrant at the east end.  The GFPD has applied for a grant to install a fire suppression system in their building which will require a separate three inch tap from the city main.    A new hydrant to the east of their property will allow for pump testing of their trucks.  They suggested the extension will aid the city in supplying water to undeveloped property to the east.  The GFPD is proposing an equal cost share of the water main bore and extension.

The matter was tabled until the February meeting to allow the city manager to obtain costs of the proposed extension project.

Wireless Internet

Antenna Lease:
Two companies have contacted the city requesting consideration of a lease to place wireless internet equipment on the Beaumont Avenue water tower.  One proposal is from The Electronic Village - Papadocs of St. Rose.  City Manager Stevens stated that not knowing if the council would consider entering into such a lease, he had not invited anyone from The Electronic Village to make a presentation.    A second proposal was presented by Jim Horton of Celerity.  Neither company provided a proposed lease payment. 

Moved by Gaffner, seconded by Neudeck, that since there is no exclusivity being requested by either firm, that the city manager may enter into negotiations with The Electronic Village and Celerity for leases to place wireless internet equipment on the city water tower on Beaumont Avenue.

Lake Project - HES

Agreement Supplement:
Jake Hartter of Heartland Ecosystem Services (HES) presented Supplement No. 5 to the master agreement between HES and the city for administration of a new grant from IEPA.  The new grant is for $27,450 for shoreline erosion control.  The city will make $16,000 of in-kind match for a total project of $43,450.  The project will  grade and rip-rap 1,000 l.f. of shoreline near the main boat ramp at the west end of the lake.

Moved by Neudeck, seconded by Helmkamp, to authorize the mayor to execute the supplemental agreement with Heartland Ecosystem Services to administer the shoreline project grant.

Discussion of Industrial

Park Overpass Grant:

Mayor Gaffner stated the city had recently learned through Representative Ron Stephens’ office it would receive $2.8 million of Illinois First grant funds to be used for the industrial park overpass project.  The $5.8 million project will include $3 million of Opportunity Returns funding.  City Manager Stevens met recently with IDOT officials who stated the project is slated for the 2006 project year.  Stevens stated he will meet again with IDOT in March.  It is not known yet if the city or IDOT will be the lead agency for the project.  The state legislature will have to pass a bill to issue bonds for the Opportunity Returns program.  The city can begin work on obtaining utility easements and permits.

Industrial Park

Roadway Bids:

City Manager Stevens referenced a letter from Scott Rakers of HMG Engineering that outlined the use of the $1 million grant for industrial park improvements to date.  The remaining funds will be $52,600 short of completing the roadway rehabilitation project as the low contractor bid is $656,764, engineering design of $52,800 and an estimate of $50,000 for construction engineering.  Stevens stated the shortfall could be funded from wheel tax or industrial recapture.  HMG recommended deleting from the project the first 1,800 l.f. of roadway and scaling back the traffic control requirements resulting in an approximate savings of $36,000, which in turn would lessen the city’s cost to $16,600.  They also recommended awarding the construction contract to Howell Paving and Asphalt for the low bid of $656,764.42.

Moved by Helmkamp, seconded by Daum to award the industrial park roadway construction contract to Howell Paving and Asphalt for $656,764.42, to delete the first 1,800 l.f. from the project, reduce the traffic control requirements, and to pay any costs in excess of the grant funds from the industrial recapture fund.

Update on Sales Tax

Referendum:
City Manager Stevens reported the certificate of referendum for a one-half percent sales tax increase had been filed with the county clerk for placement on the spring primary election in March.  Stevens stated a newsletter would be mailed to citizens explaining the city’s request for the sales tax increase and its use for street improvements.  He stated he would prepare a draft of the newsletter for the council’s review.

Draft FY 04/05

Budget and Goals:
City Manager Stevens distributed a draft budget for the 2004/2005 fiscal year for council review and discussion at a special workshop meeting.  Mayor Gaffner asked council members to check their schedules for January 27 and to submit their goals to the city manager to assist with budget preparation.  Councilman Daum stated he would be on vacation during the period around January 27, but stated the meeting should be held anyway.

Replacement of Doors at

Marina Area Restroom:
Marina operator David Willey has advised the public restroom facility near the marina needs its doors replaced.  Temporary repairs were done by the Public Works Department in 2000, but the doors are now beyond repair.  He stated three quotes were obtained and recommended the low quote of $5,920 from Schultz Door, Inc. of Fenton, Missouri.  The quote includes replacement of the doors, frames and hardware.

Moved by Helmkamp, seconded by Daum to authorize the replacement of the restroom doors for $5,920 as proposed by Schultz Door, Inc.

Old Business:
Mayor Gaffner stated Greg Sanders had requested to address the council concerning the denial of his building variance request last month.  Mr. Sanders provided the council members with a memo in which he outlined the time line of the project from his viewpoint.  The council was also in receipt of a memo from Tim Buck, Building Inspector, in which he differs on some issues with Sanders.  City Attorney Schaufelberger commented the council should not act as a board of appeals as Mr. Sanders had a course of remedy through the circuit court process.  The attorney did state the council could rescind their previous action and order the matter back to the Zoning Board of Appeals for another hearing and a  finding of fact which he feels was not done in the first hearing.  City Manager Stevens cautioned that reversal could set a precedent for future variance denials.  After hearing Mr. Sanders speak, no further action was taken on this issue.

Councilman Helmkamp asked the status of the comprehensive plan update.  Mayor Gaffner stated he was asking the planner to meet with the Plan Commission at their January 26 meeting.

City Manager Stevens stated he was working with the economic development consultant on updating the industrial commission ordinance.  He advised the council that the city had received a $2,000 grant under Illinois Power’s Bright Ideas program to offset the expense of the direct marketing campaign with Agracel.  Consultant Rita McDowall was instrumental in the application for the grant.

A motion was made by Helmkamp, seconded by Neudeck, that the pledge of allegiance to the U. S. flag be recited at the beginning of all council meetings.
