	Tourism Committee

Recommendations:
	
	Julia Jenner, Tourism Director, reported the Committee had reviewed the request of the Bond County Fair Board for $6,000 for fair advertising, and recommended $1,500, the same amount approved last year.  The Committee also approved a $2,000 sponsorship to the Southwest Illinois Tourism and Convention Bureau of which the city will receive $1,000 in advertising.  Jenner advised the Committee’s goal was to get organizations to be more self-sufficient and less dependent on tourism funding.  Craig Woker, president and Judy Debatin, secretary of the Fair Board were present and asked for any increase the council could grant.  

Mayor Gaffner moved to grant $3,000 in advertising funding to the Fair Board and approve the $2,000 sponsorship to Southwestern Illinois Tourism Bureau; seconded by Helmkamp.  Councilman Helmkamp asked if the county should not share in the sponsorship fee since they appoint the representative to the SW IL Tourism board.  Jenner advised that the newest appointment to the board was also a member of the city’s Tourism Committee.  Councilman Hampton asked if the issues could be in separate motions.  Mayor Gaffner amended his motion to make separate funding approvals.  Councilman Helmkamp withdrew his second; the motion died for lack of a second.

	City Manager Stevens stated he recommended an ordinance amendment to allow a variance procedure for boat dock construction.  The Lake Committee also has recommended accepting all non-complying existing docks that exceed the twenty-five foot from shoreline length maximum and increasing the length restriction to thirty feet.

Moved by Daum, seconded by Stephens that  existing docks that exceed the twenty five foot length restriction be grandfathered as to length from shoreline only, to increase the length restriction to thirty feet, and to adopt a variance procedure that city staff will review and approve variance requests on a case by case basis, with an appeal of any denial to the council for final determination. 	City Manager Stevens reported that recommended improvements to the water treatment plant made by Dr. O’Connor are estimated at $274,000.  An engineering proposal for these improvements from Horner & Shifrin Engineering is $46,704.  Improvements to the plant include turbidity and chlorine ammonia residual analyzers, anhydrous ammonia feed system, clear well baffles, and rehabilitation of four filters to granular activated carbon.
