Stimulus Funds:
	
	An infrastructure project must be selected by March 25 for the $210,000 of stimulus funds the city will receive.  Road improvements are restricted to FAU routes.  To resurface and widen Fourth Street from Franklin Avenue to Route 40 will require additional funding.  The $400,000 legislative funds could be used, but other funding would then be needed for the bridge and roadway off Route 127 into the Buchheit  store.  Other options are to borrow the additional funds or only resurface as much roadway at this time that the stimulus funds will cover.  It will be more expensive to resurface Fourth Street in multiple projects.  City Manager Willey stated it would be best to designate the funds for Fourth Street now and work out the details later.

Moved by Hampton, seconded by Ireland, to designate the $210,000 federal stimulus funds towards the widening and resurfacing of Fourth Street.

	At their March 12, 2009 meeting, the Plan Commission conducted a public hearing to consider four zoning variance requests from The Great Eight, LLC d/b/a Buchheit for their store at 1400 E. City Route 40 which they are leasing from the city.  They are requesting to allow less parking spaces than required, off-premise signage that exceeds the maximum height by 55 feet, display of merchandise outside the building, and a storage/parking area to be a gravel surface.  The Commission considered each request and recommended the city council grant all four.

	A public hearing was held to consider the request of Bruce Franklin to annex tracts adjacent to the north and to the south of the Sleep Inn Suites property on S. Illinois Route 127.  It was requested to annex the property  with a B-2 Business zoning for future development.

Mr. & Mrs. Terry Kleinik voiced their opposition to the annexation and development of the property until the contaminated soil on their  property south of the Franklin property is cleaned as mandated by IEPA.  The Kleinik’s property has soil contaminated by gasoline and petroleum products that are alleged to have come from the site of the Sleep Inn Suites which was once a truck stop business.  The Sleep Inn site was cleaned of contamination before construction.  

City Manager Willey advised he had received a letter this day from the IEPA setting forth a timetable for further soil monitoring prior to any soil removal.  He noted that it was up to the IEPA, not the city, county or Mr. Franklin to facilitate the removal of contaminated soil.  It is also felt that unless the IEPA removes contaminated soil from beneath the roadway separating the two properties, further contamination will occur on the Kleinik’s property.  The city manager stated that the city would not issue a building permit for development of the south end of the Franklin property unless it was a clean site.  Annexation of the property could then occur at this time.

The public hearing was concluded with Mayor Gaffner tabling the annexation at this time.
