	Public Hearing for 

Proposed Smoking Ban:
	
	At 7:36 p.m., Mayor Gaffner opened a public hearing for citizen input into a possible ban on smoking in public areas in the city.  Mayor Gaffner stated the city is monitoring the pending action by the state legislature which could override any action taken by the council.

Audience members Mary Price and Tony Koonce felt the restaurant owners should decide whether to allow smoking in their establishments.  Carmen Koonce asked if smoking was banned in public places, what is the legality of tobacco sellers.  David Battleson spoke in favor of a ban in public places, and Nancy Battleson supported a ban as she is very allergic to smoke and is affected even in non-smoking sections.

Councilman Mollet noted that only 20% of the nation(s population smoke, and he favors a ban in public places in support of the 80% of non-smoking population.  Councilwoman Stephens stated interested parties should make their state legislators aware of their opinions on this matter, as the bills in both houses are on their second readings.  With no other comments, Mayor Gaffner closed the public hearing at 7:54 p.m.

	
	
	


	Ordinance No.  2736

Revision to

Lake Ordinance:
	
	At their February 26, 2007 meeting, the Plan Commission reviewed an update of Chapter 95 of the Municipal Code, Lakes and Reservoirs.  The major change would be to Section 19, Sewage Disposal, Pollution and Disposal of Waste, which permits private sewer systems within 1,000 feet of the lake at normal pool, and would be required to be inspected annually by a licensed inspector.  Another change would be deleting regulations for boating, boat docks and fishing, which will be listed in a summary of regulations which may be revised by the council at their discretion.  The proposed changes to Chapter 95 were also reviewed by the Bond County building inspector, board and sanitarian.

	Tourism Committee

Recommendation:
	
	At their February 22, 2007 meeting, the Tourism Committee reviewed  a proposed FY 07/08 budget presented by Director Julia Jenner.  It is proposed to cut funding to some previously funded events, and fund up to $25,000 to the American Farm Heritage Association for museum construction and development, with a required match by the AFHA.

Councilman Hampton voiced concern that this would be a change of policy from promoting overnight stays to development of the AFHA museum, and concern of a five year commitment, not knowing what future events may come.  Director Jenner stated she was informed by a local motel owner that more overnight stays are generated by AFHA events than all the other funded projects.

After further discussion, moved by Stephens, seconded by Ireland, to  approve in the upcoming budget the funding of up to $25,000 to the American Farm Heritage Association for five years on condition of matching private or corporate funding each year, and said funding is to be used for museum construction and development.

	Ordinance No. 2737

Variance Request:
	
	At their February 20, 2007 meeting, the Zoning Board of Appeals considered request from Vickie Jerrell of 515 S. First Street to grant a variance to the required side yard for construction of a garage, and grant placement of privacy fencing of the south side and front yards. The Board recommended to the council to grant the garage variance, but deny the fences due to the side yard fence being a traffic obstruction and the front yard fence would be within the public right of way and at four feet is over the allowed height by code.

Mrs. Jerrell stated she had not attended the ZBA meeting as it had been rescheduled from the original date and she had not been notified of the new meeting date.  She commented she felt the side yard fence would not be a traffic obstruction, and wouldn(t build the garage without the side yard fence.

Variance Request:
	
	At their February 20, 2007 meeting, the Zoning Board of Appeals considered a request by Howard Wise to allow the construction of a metal frame building for Anthony Supply Company in the 500 block of East Washington Street.  An existing smaller building will be removed and the new building placed on the same site, but extend further to the north towards Washington fourteen feet into the twenty-five foot setback.  The proposed building would also require a front yard setback variance on Stephen Street from twenty-five feet to zero feet; the existing building sits on the Stephen Street property line.  The Board recommended the council grant the variances and require a green space as a buffer on the Washington Street side.

Water Line Costs:
	
	City Manager Willey provided a breakdown of the costs for the water line on S. Elm Street for the Bingham and Shank properties.  The engineering estimate was $44,545, with $28,942 spent to date.  Bingham and Shank paid $13,360 each.  The city has spent $2,702, but has provided $11,980 of in-kind services.  More city labor will be incurred when the line is extended across the Shank property.

	Adjustment Request

for Large Water Bill:
	
	City Manager Willey advised water customer Scott Mosby of 1286 Miller Lane on Governor Bond Lake had a recent large water leak creating a billing of 5.2 million gallons at a cost of $50,233.  Mosby(s main residence is in St. Louis,  and he did not discover the leak at the lake house until all the loss had occurred.  A line from the residence towards the lake to a boat dock was recently installed and a joint came apart allowing the water to flow along the water line trench back into the lake.  After being contacted by the city(s billing clerk of the large bill, Mr. Mosby spoke with City Manager Willey requesting consideration of an adjustment.  

Willey informed the council that as an out of city limits customer, this billing is double rate.  He recommended a possible adjustment could be the actual cost of treating the water which is $7,000 allowing for chemicals, electricity and labor.  Councilwoman Stephens commented the city would need to be prepared to be consistent with future water leaks and this would setting a precedent.  In response to Councilman Hampton(s question of treated cost versus current billing rates, Willey advised the billing rate includes all costs of the entire water treatment plant and distribution system, while the adjustment rate he proposed is only about one-fourth of the total billing cost.    Mayor Gaffner stated he felt an adjustment should not be lower than $10,000.

After further discussion, moved by Mollet, seconded by Stephens to accept the city manager(s recommended water bill adjustment to $7,000 for Scott Mosby recovering the cost of labor, electricity and chemicals for the 5.2 million gallon loss.

	City Manager Willey noted that as of March 1, 2007, the city(s cable television franchise holder changed to New Wave Communications.  There has been some confusion for customers who received a billing from New Wave and from the former holder Cass Communications.

Mayor Gaffner noted he had provided the council members with a copy of letters from Ann Zahnisser supported by members of her Sunday School class asking the council to consider a total ban on leaf and landscape burning and to implement curb side recycling.

City Manager Willey stated he had received a request from Greenville College President James Mannoia to consider making the intersections of Durley and Elm a three way stop, and Beaumont and Elm a four way stop.  Both areas are of concern with pedestrian crosswalks.
