	Public Hearing for

Grant Close Out:
	
	At 7:57 p.m., Mayor Gaffner opened a public hearing for the close out of CDAP grant #05-24105 from the Illinois Department of Commerce and Economic Opportunity for the Peterson Drive improvement project.  

Linda Tragesser of Southwestern Illinois Planning Commission administered the grant, and gave an overview of the project as follows:

· the total costs and expenditures for the project were $360,907.94;

· the total CDAP grant funds received and expended were $285,750;

· the total of jobs retained at Carlisle Syn-Tec was 34, of which 75.9% were LMI individuals - in fact, 247 jobs existed as of August 2007, reflecting an increase of 10 jobs;

· the LMI benefit was 75.9%;

· the total number of LMI persons to benefit from the project was 63 including household members of the jobs retained;

· the amount of grant funds that benefitted LMI persons was $216,884;

· the grant was leveraged by $75,157.04 in city funds;

· the grant was further leveraged by a private investment by the Carlisle Syn-Tec Corporation of $9,424,142 for their new 294,000 sq. ft. warehouse facility.  This represents an investment of almost $33 for each $1 dollar in grant funds expended;

· the general administration funds included in the CDAP grant were $17,145, or 6%.

As there were no comments or questions from the public, Mayor Gaffner closed the hearing at 8:04 p.m.  The mayor stated the city was grateful to the State of Illinois and DCEO for this funding and creation of jobs.

	Howard Held of Scheffel & Company presented the audit for the fiscal year  of May 1, 2006 to April 30, 2007.   A clean opinion was given for the audit, and Mr. Held thanked the city staff for their cooperation during the process.  Mr. Held noted the general fund had a little over 7 months of cash reserve, the sewer fund was in excess of a 6 month reserve, while the water fund had slightly under a 6 month reserve.  It was noted the 2006 water and sewer rate increase is reflected in the increase of cash reserve for the water and sewer funds, and is expected to continue. 	At the November 5, 2007 meeting, the Zoning Board of Appeals held a public hearing on the request of Gerald Ketten for a rear yard variance at 703 N. Hena Street to allow a 24' x 20' addition for a basement for a storm shelter and storage area within 6 feet of the rear property line.   While no public comments were received, the Board felt the addition did not fit the character of the neighborhood since there were no other houses with additions.   It was also noted an unattached accessory building could be built as close as 3 feet to the rear line.  The Board recommended the council deny the variance.

City Manager Willey stated he had reviewed the request and felt it was more desirable to allow the variance for the attached addition rather to have an unattached accessory building that could take more space in the rear yard and be closer to the rear line and adjacent side yard.  He felt  there was a reasonable hardship demonstrated as the house lacked a basement for a storm shelter and there was no storage area.

After further discussion, the council determined that the proposed variation would not:

$ Impair an adequate supply of light and air to adjacent property;

$ Unreasonably increase the congestion in public streets;

$ Increase the danger of fire or endanger public safety;

$ Unreasonably diminish or impair established property values within the surrounding area;

$ Merely serve as a convenience to the applicant, but is necessary to alleviate some demonstrable hardship or difficulty; or in any other respect impair the public health, safety, comfort, morals and welfare of the inhabitants of the city.

Moved by Mollet, seconded by Sanders, to not accept the recommendation of the Zoning Board of Appeals, and to grant the variance to Gerald Ketten for a rear yard variance for an addition to 703 N. Hena Street (see ordinance on file for full text).

	Sale of Real Estate to

Molinero, Inc.:
	
	City Manager Willey announced a new business, Molinero, Inc.,  was moving into the industrial park and would be purchasing the existing spec building with 5 acres from Agracel.  Per a development agreement with the city,  Molinero, Inc, will  purchase 33.712 acres from the city at $8,250 per acre, and option for one year, with right of refusal for three years, 7.064 additional acres.  The city will provide 12 acres of the 33.712 acres at no charge with the stipulation that if Molinero should sell or transfer any of this acquired real estate to any other party, except Clarkson Grain, the city shall have the right to recapture the cost at $8,250 per acre, up to a maximum of 12 acres.  Clarkson Grain is a supplier of Molinero, Inc. which will be making masa flour for its tortilla and chip products.  Clarkson Grain may locate a facility next to Molinero.  

Other items in the development agreement include a reduced water and sewer rate schedule which will increase each year until it reaches the existing rates.  Molinero will also build and maintain a wastewater pretreatment system before discharge into the city(s system.  It is projected that Molinero will provide a minimum of 26 employees within the first three years which will be new hires and not transfers from other facilities.
