	Stop Sign Request

Greenville College:

(Stop Sign Request - cont.)
	Greenville College President James Mannoia again approached the council with a request for a stop sign at the intersection of Durley 
Street and Elm Street. He  stated  he has been  contacted by  students 

concerning  the  safety  of  this  intersection,  and that  he  feels it his 
responsibility to represent them in good faith and to try to provide a safer option of crossing at the intersection.
After a lengthy discussion, moved by Ireland, seconded by Sanders, to institute the following safety measures at the intersection of Durley Street and Elm Street on a trial basis until the end of the current school year, at which time an assessment will be made on their effectiveness;
1. Install two “Stop for Pedestrian” signs at the crosswalk on Elm Street;

2. Paint yellow diagonal markings in the crosswalk;

3. Eliminate some of the parking spaces north and south of the intersection;

4. Cleanup visibility by eliminating trees/limbs;
5. Designate a coach loading zone;
6. Improve nighttime lighting;
7. Research the city’s legal authority to reduce the speed limit in the area.
