	The council considered  sign variance requests from Love’s Travel Stops and Country Stores, Inc.  Love’s is proposing a development which would be located near I-70 and Hwy. 127.  They are requesting variances from the City’s existing sign ordinance as follows:  A variance to allow one additional freestanding sign, with a size variance from 200 square feet to 205 square feet for the same; a height variance from 35 feet to 112 feet and square footage variance from 200 square feet to 1,053 square feet for an interstate high rise sign. The height variance on the high rise sign is needed in order for it to be seen from the interstate over the tops of trees and an existing silo.  Owner’s of the property that the trees are on have indicated they don’t want them trimmed. City personnel inspected the site and agreed that the sign will not be visible without the 77 foot variance.

	Discussion began on this year’s street program.  Mayor Gaffner asked for council input on what areas they would like to see done this year.  Some areas mentioned were Fourth St. from Oak to Franklin; South St. from Second to Elm; and reclaiming work on streets off Louis Latzer Dr.  There is approximately $40,000 left from the Beaumont Avenue Project which could be used towards this year’s program.  Mayor Gaffner commented he would like to see areas identified on a pay as you go basis this year and then look ahead at a 3 to 5 year plan that might involve a bond issue.  Council members were asked to make lists of streets they would like to include this year so the engineering work can be completed over the winter and the street program can get started on time.

	City Manager Willey presented a list of items and projects that were accomplished by various City departments in 2006.  Mayor Gaffner commented that it had been a positive year, and thanked Economic Development Director Rita McDowall and City Manager Willey for their hard work.
