Discussion of Sales 

Tax / Wheel Tax:
In previous discussion of the proposed sales tax increase, the council indicated they would favor eliminating the wheel tax if the increase was approved.  The additional sales tax would not be received for several months, so the wheel tax would not be eliminated until the 2005/2006 fiscal year.  

Moved by Hampton, seconded by Stephens to eliminate the wheel tax beginning with sticker sales that would begin April 1, 2005 if the voters  approve the one-half sales tax increase for public infrastructure

Engineering:
City Manager Stevens advised that engineering firms need to be selected for upcoming projects such as the Grigg Street rehabilitation and drainage, 2004 Motor Fuel Tax program, and the industrial park overpass.  He recommended that BGM Associates be retained for the Grigg Street project and the Farnsworth Group for the MFT program.  He recommended Hanson and Associates be retained for the industrial park overpass based on the depth of their staff and work they have done in the area.  He commented that all six firms that submitted proposals were well qualified.

Moved by Helmkamp, seconded by Stephens, to retain the Farnsworth Group to engineer the 2004 Motor Fuel Tax program for the city.
